Commons Lake Transfer – Conversations continue - nothing new to report

Pruss repairs to West bank scheduled for October - regardless if the lake is turned over the banks must be 
repaired so plans to move forward with repairs continue.  The board plans to put culverts in the West 
area to drain future flood waters and protect the bank.

VI. New Business

*The board is exploring plans to create a spillway in the Northeast cove to drain future flood water.

*The board approved following recommended guidelines from DEQ regarding testing the water.  
*Aeration pumps have been installed to improve the quality of the water in the 3 coves.  Aerators were 

 decrease the muck in the bottom of the lake and blue green algae.  Aerators also add oxygen to the lake 
and improve quality of fish life.  The board will evaluate its effectiveness to determine if more need to be 
added in other areas of our lake.  Estimated cost per pump is $30-$40 a month.
*The board plans to plant trees on the Northeast cove this fall. Donations to buy trees accepted.
**Now that summer is coming to an end and the flood behind us, it's time to clean up our properties.  
Please keep beaches clean, remove equipment from your beaches and maintain and clear your sand of weeds.  We are all working hard to restore our lake and our properties reflect our efforts.  In the spring trailers can once again be stored in the Northwest corner.

Dues for 2020 - The intent will be to raise dues rather than assess in the future.  The cost of repairs and 
cleanup are being evaluated at this time.
